How to use eLibrary Elementary

The safe, fun, reliable resource for grade-schoolers

Searching
You can search eLibrary by asking a question or using a keyword search and then clicking START. 

Example: “What is the Mars rover?” or “Mars rover”
Use the pictures below the search box to limit your search to specific media types, such as images only.

Use the tabs at the top of the screen to access other search screens. Topic search lets you browse by more than 18,000 topics. Reference limits a search to dictionaries and encyclopedias.
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Results
After typing in your search terms and clicking the START button, a results page appears. It tells you the number of documents found for each media type (pictures, magazines, books, etc.) and gives you the option to sort the results by these specific media types by clicking on the picture for each.

Below that, the results list shows each document that matches your search. You can change how your results are sorted by using the sort by menu.

To view a document, simply click on that document’s title.
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Working with the full text
After clicking the document title, the full text of the document appears. Scroll through the document or click the skip to the best part button to jump to the section of the text that most closely matches your search. To print or email the document, click the appropriate link at the top of the page.

This is TALK OF THE NATION/SCIENCE FRIDAY. I'm Ira Flatow,

One of the great fears of the 19505 in postwar America, if you remember back then, was the fear that machines—machines—-would put a lot of us out of
work, Computers were just beginning to show up as a blip on our workplace radar screens. Remember the Tracy-Hepburn movie "Desk Set” in 1957
with the big computer in it? And the word * automation’ now is new to our vocabulary, but it was fast becoming a four-letter word in union negotiations
and around the water cooler.

But we dil come to grips with the new robots around us, those that assembled cars or explored other plansts or took over our desktops as phone
answering machines and PCs. And now remote-controlled robats have been recruited to military service in Afghanistan. These PAC-bots(ph) are
assigned tasks that are deemed too dangerous for people, such as searching caves or checking buildings. They go inside these buildings and they
transmit pictures back to an operator, letting him or her know that it's safe for others to proceed inside.

So for the rest of the haur we're going to be talking about robots, their future and their past. And ane of my guests built these high-tech saldiers. He
created earlier versions of the Mars Rover. Remember the Mars Rover in 19977 And he's built a fleet of insectlike robots. He's Rodney Braoks, the
head of MIT's Artificial Intelligence Lab and the company iRabot, Rodney Brooks and other contemporary robot builders are now doing what early
inventors only dreamed of: creating 3 machine that simulates life or some aspect of it

These early inventors thought about making al kinds of different little machines that tried to re-treate aspects of human life, such as an eating and
defecating mechanical duck. Yeah, there was one. fnd there was also a flute-playing android and the Turk, a chess-playing automaton. And even
Thomas Edison was in the robot business for a while. He created a talking doll whose voice came from a miniature phonograph. What else was
Edison’s? And then this doll really became sort of an absession with him. It's interesting to talk about it. We're going to talk about that today with the
author of a new book called “Edison’s Eve.”
