How to use eLibrary

Searching

You can search eLibrary by asking a specific question or using a simple keyword search. 

Example#1: “What causes red tides?” or “red tides causes”
Example#2: “red tide AND causes”
The bottom example uses what is referred to as a “Boolean operator”—in this case AND. This search will retrieve results including both the search terms “red tide” and “causes”. Other Boolean operators include OR and NOT. OR retrieves results that include either search term; NOT retrieves results for the first search term, but not the second. Boolean searching is best used for more specific searches.

You can tell eLibrary which search format you’d like to use by clicking either the Natural Language (example#1) or the Boolean Operator (example#2) button.

The advanced search section at the bottom of the page offers additional search fields that let you limit your search results to a particular Date Range, Document Title, Publication Title, Subject, reading level, and more.

Use the tabs at the top of the screen to access other search screens. Topic search lets you browse by more than 18,000 topics. Reference limits a search to dictionaries and encyclopedias.
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Results
After typing in your search terms and clicking the search button, a results page appears. It tells you the number of documents found for each media type (pictures, magazines, books, etc.) and gives you the option to sort the results by these specific media types.

Below that, the results list identifies each document that matches your search. A drop down menu allows you to sort your results by relevance, publication date, document size, alphabetical, etc.

To view a document, simply click on that document’s title.
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Working with the full text
After clicking the document title, the full text of the document appears. Scroll through the document or click the to the best part button to jump to the section of the text that most closely matches your search terms. To print or email the document, click the appropriate link at the top of the page.

"Red tide" - an algae praliferation that makes shelffish temporarily toxic and sometimes lethal far human cansumers has caused autharities to shut down many of
New England's rich clam, oyster and mussel beds, forcing restaurateurs to seek expensive alternatives.

Marine bialogists report that while red tide is a recurring acean phenamenan that can infest the shares of Flarida and the Pacific Narthwest, it accurs almost
annually in Maine, where it usually remains localized and of short duration.

The current autbreak began in mid-May and stil was pasing dangers as the middle of June approached. But nat in 30 years, scientists said, has a red tide covered
such a wide area, from the offshore waters of Maine to the ancient fishing villages of Cape Cod and bucolic island getaway of Nantuckst, Mass.

“This is bigger than any red-tide event we've seen since 1372," said Quay Dortch, a marine biologist with the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration in
Silver Spring, Md., 3 Commerce Department agency that is playing a lead role in the closure of the fisheries.
