Getting started

Searching

From the homepage of The John Johnson Collection: An Archive
of Printed Ephemera you can type a keyword into the Quick
Search Box.
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For more search options, click the Search tab on the information
bar. The Search page allows you to use limits and input terms in
different search fields to get a more focused set of results.

You can choose either to Search All or search individual
collections, as each of the five collections has its own dedicated
search screen with unique search fields.
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You can sort your search results by relevance and date.

Once you have retrieved your search results, you can further limit
your searches by applying filters by collection, document type,
physical form, production method and date.

Browsing

From the homepage of The John Johnson Collection: An Archive
of Printed Ephemera you can click the Browse tab on the
information bar.

The hyperlinked text on the summary list provides access to the
full record display and a thumbnail image.

Viewing images

Images are initially viewable as thumbnails, but when a full record
is clicked on, the image is opened in a Document Image
(Flash) display which allows users to zoom, pan and rotate the
image.
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To view instances of your search term in the full text, you can
switch to JPEG view. In this view, pages which contain
instances of your search term are highlighted. In each instance
the search term is highlighted in the document view.

Lightbox

Users can add any image to their own personal,
password-protected Lightbox, using the Save Image to
Lightbox link.

Information Resources

The Information Resources section tab can be found in the
toolbar that appears on every page of The John Johnson
Collection: An Archive of Printed Ephemera. In this area of the
site users can find out more about the collection, what's new, join
the mailing list, find out about the terms and conditions of use of
the site and get technical support.

Users can create a My Archive profile to save records and
searches for future reference. Simply pick a username and
password to use this area of the site.
